On November 1, Gregory F. Jacob testified before the Senate Committee on Health, Education, Labor and Pensions on his presidential nomination to be Solicitor for the Department of Labor. Since 2001, Mr. Jacob has provided his legal service pro bono

for abused children whose families sought assistance from Justice For Children.

"As a government official, I believe it is important to stay directly in touch with the impact government policy has on ordinary citizens. Accordingly, while serving in each of the positions I have held with the federal government, I have simultaneously been involved in one or more cases outside the government on a pro bono basis. I entered each of these cases through the auspices of Justice for Children, a non-profit organization that seeks to provide legal representation to protect children who are the victims of physical or sexual abuse. This work, which has been among the most meaningful of my career, has kept me actively involved in both trial and appellate litigation, and has given me the opportunity to personally get to know some truly courageous individuals – parents who persevere through every difficulty and frustration to protect their children from the horrible specter of abuse, and wonderful men and women who have dedicated their lives to providing them the support and resources they need to succeed. "

Mr. Jacob briefed and argued JFC's landmark case in Maryland, Fox v Wills, and was

the driving force behind JFC's efforts to pass a bill establishing a "duty of ordinary are and diligence" for attorneys representing abused children in custody and visitation cases in the 2006 Session of the Maryland General Assembly.

We are grateful to have found a such an extraordinary champion for abused children who, despite the demands of his government service, not only serves children in individual cases but has become a compelling spokesman how we can craft a legal system that serves and protects - not punishes - these courageous children and their non-offending parents.
